Several residents spoke regarding safety and unsightly 
appearance of some island homes with excess 
recreational vehicles.  One resident submitted a detailed 
report of cars, recreational vehicles, various trailers and 
the types of covers on the vehicles for further use in 
evaluating the issue.  

Treasurerôs Report:  Submitted by John Clark for Shane 
Pitman.   

Year to date ending February 29, 2012 we have a net loss 
of $16,505 compared to a net loss of $3,661 for the 
same period in 2011. Our cash position as of February 
29, 2012 was $222,751. Total in the Operating Account 
was $64,966 and $157,785 in the Reserve Fund.  The 
percentage of accounts receivable in the 90+ days is in 
the acceptable range.

     Update on restaurant remodel.  

Liquor license change of status to reflect current operating 
conditions.  

Reviewed adjustments to budget to reflect changes 
resulting from large unexpected expenses from the wind 
storm clean up.  

Pool heater is installed and ready for May pool opening.  

Submitted a request for reimbursement from a resident for 
landscape work.  The board deferred action until some 
members that were unable to attend this meeting could 
provide input.  Manager is to contact the residents and 
let them know a decision will be make promptly as soon 
as additional board members are available.  

ACC Committee Report:  Submitted by Jon Bial 

Tapps Island resident Bob Swenson submitted a report on 
the parking, safety and aesthetic issues many island 
residents are concerned about that are not covered under 
the covenants or rules and regulations.  In addition, he 
submitted a template for the ACC and board to consider 
when evaluating the problems or possible solutions. He 
agreed to meet with the ACC for further discussion.   

    Fines were issued to a lot owner that has failed to 
respond to requests to improve sanitary conditions and 
is in violation of several rules and regulations. The 
Department of Health has also been contacted to 
investigate conditions of safety and sanitation.  

    There was more discussion of vehicle storage ranging 
from safety to appropriate storage covers. The 
committee will continue to gather information and 
submit proposals to the community and board for 
consideration.  

    The first step the committee will take is to begin 
eliminating vehicles that donôt belong to Tapps Island 
residents.  The intent of the rule is to prevent Tapps 
Island residents from storing RVôs, boats, utility trailers, 
travel trailers and other items cluttering driveways and 
easements when the vehicles belong to residents of 
other neighborhoods with covenants that do not allow 
them.  

    Jon Bial made a motion that all trailers, boats, boat 
trailers, RVôs, utility trailers and other licensed units 
must be registered with TIA just as automobiles are 
now. The lot owner must show registration for those 
items in the lot owners name or the tenant in the case of 
a rental property.  Current rules on automobiles also 
state that registration must be current or the vehicle is 
considered inoperable and must not be stored in view on 
the property.  The same will apply to the new class of 
registered items.  Finally, the storage of any of these 
items on Tapps Island property when the boat, utility 
trailer, RV, boat trailer is not owned by the homeowner 
or tenant is forbidden and subject to fine.  The rule will 
take effect May 1, 2012 to allow time for new vehicle 
stickers to be in place. Don Lisko seconded the motion.
