In the Clubroom 

So much for the mild La Nina we 
were having.  Wednesday January 25th 
began the dumping of a record breaking 
weather event to the area.  Tapps Island 
Association owns our own roads and 
water system so we are presented some 
interesting challenges when Mother 
Nature unleashes her fury on our fair 
island. 

Some of the challenges involve issues 
of timing, manpower available and what 
resources we can obtain to assist with the 
changing events of a major storm. This 
storm started with a heavy dose of wet 
snow.  The blade we use on the large flat 
bed truck would not work.  The hydraulic 
pump didnôt want to cooperate once it was 
connected and ready to go.  Our 
superintendant John Leslie started with his 
crew dismantling the pump and 
troubleshooting two possible options for 
repair or replacement.  Meantime, the 
snow began to fall.  We donôt usually 
begin to plow until the heavy snow has 
stopped or at least subsided, so there was 
time to work on the blade lift. 

Our grounds crew is reduced as 
conditions worsen due to distances of 
travel for some of them. Our crew is 
scattered from Wilkeson to Puyallup.  
Fortunately a couple of them have 
vehicles allowing them travel when most 
people cannot, and the driving skills to get 
here.  Steve Lovelace and John Leslie 
were able to get in on Thursday and 
Friday.  Ed Jarvis lives on the island and 
John Clark is less than a mile down the 
road.  All hands on deck, here we go! 

Our crew is always aware of weather 
forecasts.  Planning for TIA staff is 
heavily dependent on weather.  The crew 
stock piles sand for icy roads.  They check 
gas supplies and have equipment ready to 
go.  The generator for the gas pump gets a 
quick test to make sure it is ready if 
needed.  We try to anticipate when the 
majority of the snow and ice will be done 

When the Storm Hits 
falling, which is when we begin plowing 
operations. Because of the volume of 
snow and the wind forecast on this storm 
we planned for a mess.  Power went out 
on the Island on Thursday at noon and 
didnôt return until Friday night at 9:00 
pm.  With most all residents at home 
water usage was high.  On Friday 
morning John Leslie and GM John Clark 
determined the water reserves were 
getting low.  With pressure falling we 
notified Bonney Lake we would be 
tapping into the emergency intertie to 
keep pressure at full levels.  With 
everyone at home and many generators 
and temporary heating sources, fire risks 
are greater.  It is extremely important to 
maintain pressure in the event that fire 
trucks need to tap into our system to fight 
a fire. 

Instead of using the Bonney Lake 
system to refill our reserves, the Johns 
decided to use it to keep the system 
pressurized until we got power.  Then we 
could refill our reserves with our own 
water source, rather than paying Bonney 
Lake for water that is much more 
expensive than we charge our residents.  
Emergency contacts and hook-up with 
Bonney Lake were done within one hour 
on Friday morning.  The crew from 
Bonney Lake opened their valves and we 
did the same after flushing the dead 
space between the two systems for safety 
and sanitation. 

On Thursday night a break in the 
snow allowed the roads to be plowed and 
deiced.  On Friday morning we continued 
with snow removal and clearing our 
roads of fallen trees. Our first priority 
was to remove anything lying in Island 
roads.  Following that there needed to be 
a thorough assessment of potentially 
dangerous hanging trees with ice weight 
beginning to stress many trees Island-
wide.  With wind storms still in the mix

we had to wait it out plowing roads and sanding until it 
was safe to start working under tree canopies. 

All information was updated on the website, 
www.tappsisland.net, while power was available.  Once 
power was back on Friday night all clean-up and road 
clearing information was available. 

One tree crew was able to get started on the weekend 
with emergency work.  On Monday morning we had two 
additional wood chippers and heavy equipment on site 
with crews to operate and assist in clean up.  During this 
storm and in the future we will use the boat launch 
overflow staging area as a drop zone for large volumes of 
broken branches and tree damage. 

The large volume of debris was overwhelming and 
curb-side pickup was necessary or it would take weeks to 

get the island looking like it should.  The board was 
consulted for a fee structure that could help defray some 
of the cost of providing that service.  Some residents opted 
not to use the service.  It was an option to make it easier 
for residents that chose to do so. 

The Outer Island took a real beating with many trees 
suffering damage.  It was closed for two days due to 
safety concerns with loose branches, fallen trees and 
heavy equipment working in the area.   It looks better now 
than it has in quite some time. 

All in all the TIA crew did a great job of planning, 
executing, gathering resources and keeping the island 
functioning.  Thanks to all of them for braving the 
elements and getting here to take care of our Island 
property.  Judging by the surrounding areas and how the 
Island looks, they did a pretty good job!

Perri Neiman seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

After election of officers Don Lisko passed the meeting 

over to newly elected President Sandy Shuman.  

Approval of Minutes:  Don Lisko moved that the minutes 

of the November 27, 2011 meeting be approved. Rich 

Kumar seconded. Approved. 

Open Session:  

Residents attending: LeRoi Myers and new island resident 

Rob Wagner. 

Mr. Myers commented about the storm clean up. He 

thought the association should have paid for the yard 

waste pick up rather than charging residents for the 

service. He also thought the charges of $25 and $35 per 

load for grinding and removal were excessive. Members 

of the board explained that the storm was larger than a 

normal wind storm and the curb side pick up and drop 

off at the boat launch was a value added service not 

included in the normal course of association activities. 

The charges will not cover the cost of clean up and were 

offered as a convenience to assist residents in getting 

their property cleaned up in a timely manner.   

Treasurerôs Report:  Submitted by Perri Nieman.    

    Year to date ending December 31, 2011 we have a net 

loss of $70,530 compared to a net loss of $22,081 for 

the same period in 2010. Our cash position as of 

December 31, 2011 was $213,699. Total in the 

Operating Account was $62,754 and $150,945 in the 

Reserve Fund.  The percentage of accounts receivable in 

the 90+ days is in the acceptable range.   

    Rich Kumar moved to approve the Treasurerôs Report, 

subject to the annual audit. Don Lisko seconded the 

motion. Motion passed.  

Proposed Operating Budget for 2012:  Submitted by 

Don Lisko 

Ralph Mason moved to accept the proposed 2012 with the 

4.3% CPI-U increase subject to review by February 2, 

2012. Rich Kumar seconded the motion. All members 

are to review, submit any questions or changes and final 

vote by e-mail will be on February 2, 2012. Motion 

passed.  

General Managerôs Report:  Submitted by John Clark. 

The General Manager reviewed bids and proposals for the 

reserve fund budget which followed under the finance 

committee report.  

Summary of wind and snow storm clean up. We also had 

to go on the Bonney Lake intertie during the storm. 

Generators budgeted for the water system for 2012 are 

not yet in place. Low pressure in the system from heavy 

water usage by residents required tapping into the 

intertie to maintain adequate pressure in the event of 

emergency such as a house fire.  

The Lake Tapps Trash Bash will be held on January 28th 

and 29th. Residents are encouraged to pick any area they 

choose and clean up the lake bed while water levels are 

low. Island resident Jon Bodwell is coordinating this 

first of what may become an annual event. 

Lighting improvements in the clubroom will be done at the 

same time as the lighting is installed in the restaurant 

during the remodel.  

Cascade Water Alliance held their public meeting for all 

Lake Tapps waterfront homeowners. They had Cascade 

executives and staff available to answer questions 

homeowners may have regarding shoreline building 

such as docks in the lake.  CWA is not concerned about 

grandfathered encroachments prior to their purchase of 

the lake from PSE. They will put emphasis of 

enforcement on new structures or substantial remodels 

that may encroach on their property. 

TIA received a copy of the draft county ordinance that will 

restrict parking on 214th by the dyke. It is one step 

closer to making the area on 214th safer for drivers and 

pedestrians in the busy summer months. 

ACC Committee Report:  Submitted by John Clark for

Homeowner has not provided and further information has 

not been received from the County regarding gazebo 

inside the 50 foot shoreline setback.
