Happy New Year to everyone.

2011 was busy here on the Island.
We finished the water system
treatment and distribution system
improvements that have been on the
agenda for several years. The
buildings housing the water treatment
and distribution equipment were either
replaced or remodeled to blend into the
surrounding residential areas.

The front entrance has been an area
worked on substantially in the past two
years. During the past year the
drainage ditch on 214" was filled with
river rock and curbing placed on the
edge of the lawn. We will continue to
improve maintenance of the front
entrance to make it a welcoming site
when you return home, and something
that we are proud of when visitors
pass.

The trees along Island Park Way
shielding the homes approaching the
entrance bridge will be topped and
worked on in February through March
of this coming year. Some of the trees
in the yards behind our trees have
grown into our protective hedge. We
are working with those properties to
cooperate in keeping the entrance
attractive.

The rusty chains at the front
entrance were replaced with heavy
rope adding a nautical theme to the
front area by the bridge. We do live
on a lake after all!

The maintenance yard facing
Island Park Way was cleaned out and

landscaped with beauty bark and
river rock. On the other side, the
old chain link fence was replaced
with a very sturdy cedar fence
around the equipment storage yard.

Both 196™ and 199" on the
south side of Island Park Way
were resurfaced. All roads, bike/
cart paths, and crosswalks were
restriped, including from 214™ to
the guard shack.

The most talked about project
was the repair of the irrigation
pond. The railroad ties were
failing and the area was in great
need of repair before it collapsed
into the pond. The stone walls,
waterfall with night lights and
improved landscaping along Island
Park Way got lots of comments.

These were some of the
highlights of the year. We are
always looking for ways to
improve the Association common
areas. While these are nice capital
improvements our highest priority
is to properly maintain the existing
facilities and parks. The

neighborhood started in the late
1970’s so a lot of the original
infrastructure has reached the end
of the line and is in need of
replacement rather than a band
aid. We had a few of those this
year as well including heating and
air conditioning at the Clubhouse,
major hot tub repairs and the pool
heating unit.

All of the projects undertaken
are part of a plan that is reviewed
by committees and the Board of
Trustees for approval. Each year
the Finance Committee reviews
all proposed projects late in the
year to begin the process. Tapps
Island Association is considered a
homeowners’ association with
substantial assets under state law.
As a result the association must
do an annual audit and a reserve
study conducted by licensed
professionals. Tapps Island
Association has an annual

“reserve study” conducted by
qualified professionals who have
Engineers and Architects on their
staff. They review all of the
assets and common areas of the
homeowners’ association to
determine how much funding
should be held in reserve to pay
for anticipated repairs or
replacement without requiring an
assessment. The study has all
assets on a 40 year maintenance
and replacement schedule. It’s
similar to a 40 year budget, if you
will. The Finance Committee
compares the proposed project list
with anticipated upcoming repairs
in the reserve study and makes
their recommendation to the
entire Board of Trustees. The
entire Board of Trustees then
reviews the information and votes
for the final projects to approve
with a specific maximum cost to
include in the reserve fund budget
for the year.
