ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL GUIDELINES 

LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE & PROPERTY 

APPEARANCE  March 30, 2006 

The following are prohibited: 

Landscaping: 

Grasses, weeds and vegetation exceeding 6 
inches in height (exclusive of plants and 
flowers within a planter bed or container, 
shrubbery, or trees) located in any front, 
back or side yard; 

Overhanging limbs or branches that are less 
than eight feet above a public walkway 
or less than 14 feet above a street; 

Vegetation that obstructs or hinders the use 
of any public walkway or street, or that 
obstructs the view of traffic or traffic 
control devices, or obstructs street lights; 

Dead, decaying or diseased trees or 
branches that pose a threat to human life 
or property; 

Any growth of noxious weeds or any toxic 
vegetation. 

Building and Construction Materials: 

Accumulations, stacks, or piles of building 

AFTER HOURS GOLF 
Since the beginning of this 

summer we have had 16 residents 

golfing after hours without checking 

into the pro shop or paying for their 

golf outing.  Some of the players 

have been repeat offenders after 

being warned that it is not OK to 

play golf for free after hours. 

The golf course is not part of free 

amenities for Tapps Island residents.  

All private, semi-private and public 

courses require all players to check 

in at the clubhouse prior to play.

The pro shop is now open 

until 7:00 p.m. and as the days get 

longer we will be open until as late 

as 8:00 p.m.  Security and pro shop 

closing staff will make rounds on the 

golf course to make sure that all 

players have checked in and paid 

appropriate fees or have annual 

passes.

Fire Hazards: 

Stacks or accumulations of 
newspapers, cardboard, or other 
paper, cloth, or wood products left in 
a manner that could pose a 
substantial risk of combustion or the 
spread of fire. 

Toxic or Caustic Substances: 

Improper storing or keeping of any 
toxic, flammable, or caustic 
substances or materials. 

Insect or Vermin Attractions:  

Creating or maintaining 
accumulations of matter, including 
foodstuffs, that harbors or is an 
attraction for the infestation of insects 
or vermin or failing to eliminate such 
infestations, or failing to eliminate 
intrusive insects such as tent 
caterpillars. 

Garbage, Recyclables, and Compost: 

Garbage not kept in a proper 
receptacle with a tight fitting lid; 

Recyclables not properly stored and 
regularly disposed of; 

Compost not kept in a manner to 
prevent it from attracting 
infestations of insects or emitting 
foul odors. 

Furniture and Appliances: 

All broken or discarded household 
furniture, furnishings or 
equipment, or any appliances not 
in an approved enclosed structure, 
in the front, back, or side yard; 

All accessible refrigeration 
appliances not having the doors 
secured or removed, or any 
enclosure that can entrap humans 
or animals. 

Debris and Trash: 

Accumulations of broken or 
neglected items, litter, salvage 
materials, and junk not in an 
approved enclosed structure, in the 
front, back, or side yards. 

Machinery and Equipment: 

Broken, inoperable, accumulations 
of, or parts of machinery or 
equipment not in an approved 

structure, in the front, back, or side 
yards. 

Attractive Nuisances: 

Any accessible attractive nuisance to 
children including, but not limited to, 
unattended machinery or equipment, 
unsecured abandoned or vacant 
buildings, open and unattended 
vehicle trunks, or other unguarded 
conditions or situations that could 
injure or trap a child. 

Vehicles: 

Only intact, operable, and 
appropriately licensed vehicles 
may be parked or stored outside 
an approved structure; 

Junk or inoperable vehicles are 
prohibited from being stored 
outside of an approved enclosed 
structure anywhere on a lot in 
excess of 72 hours; 

All vehicle parts and accessories, 
including but not limited to 
containers of oils and fluids, must 
be appropriately stored in an 
approved structure; 

Repairing of vehicles on a property 
is prohibited unless it is 
maintenance or repair, not to 
exceed 7 days, of a vehicle 
registered to a resident of the 
property; and the repair does not 
violate noise regulations and is 
conducted in such a manner that 
vehicle fluids are not allowed to 
saturate the ground or enter any 
drainage system; 

Leaving vehicles unattended on 
blocks, jacks, ramps or otherwise 
elevated above the ground in an 
unstable manner is prohibited. 

ANY VIOLATION TO THE 
PROVISIONS OF THIS RULE 
SHALL BE SUBJECT TO A FINE.  

FINES    July 31, 2000 

When a lot owner does not adhere to the 
established A.C.C. guidelines for 
existing, new construction or remodel, 
the following process shall be employed 
to ensure compliance with the ACC 
guidelines. 

1. Written Warning  - Upon 
determination of a violation to the 
ACC guidelines, the lot owner shall 
be sent a registered letter from the 
Tapps Island Association (TIA) or 

ACC committee representative 
advising the lot owner of 
noncompliance.  The letter will 
outline the violation and require a 
written response from the lot owner 
within 15 calendar days of the 
notification letter.  Said response 
letter shall advise the ACC of the 
lot ownerôs plan to achieve 
compliance with the ACC 
guidelines. 

2. First Fine - If the lot owner does 
not respond to the notification letter 
or comply with the ACC guidelines 
within the specified time period of 
15 days of written notice, a $500 
fine will be levied against the lot 
owner.  The TIA process for issuing 
fines shall be used. 

3. Second Fine - After issuance of the 
$500 fine, the lot owner must 
respond to the TIA General 
Manager or the ACC, either in 
person or in writing, regarding their 
intent to comply with the ACC 
guidelines within 15 calendar days 
of the fine issuance.  All oral 
discussions shall be documented 
and maintained in the TIA office.  
Failure to comply with the ACC 
guidelines within 15 days of 
issuance of the first fine will result 
in an additional $1,000 fine against 
the lot owner. 

4. Third Fine  - After issuance of the 
second fine, the lot owner must 
respond to the TIA General 
Manager or the ACC, either in 
person or in writing, regarding their 
intent to comply with the ACC 
guidelines within 15 calendar days 
of issuance of the $1,000 fine 
against the lot owner.  Failure to 
notify the TIA General Manager or 
ACC of compliance with the ACC 
guidelines will result in an 
additional $1,500 fine against the 
lot owner. 

5. Subsequent to the third fine, 
monthly $500 fines will be levied 
until compliance with the ACC 
guidelines is made or variance from 
the TIA received.  Further legal 
action or property levies may be 
employed to achieve compliance.

Parking Violations 
The Board of Trustees has received numerous complaints 

regarding illegal parking. The following is the policy on parking 

automobiles, boats, trailers and other vehicles in Tapps Island 

Association Rights of Way.  

 Non-resident or visitor parking problems will be handled as 

follows: any parked vehicle creating a hazard or denying access 

must be moved. 

1.   Verbal contact will be attempted. 

2.   Car will be towed at ownerôs expense and is subject to a fine. 

Residents whose private parking spots cause a dangerous site 

blockage will be requested to remove these vehicles if the 

Association judges them to be a hazard to other motorists or 

pedestrians.  The following steps will be used to handle these 

problems: 

First Notification - Verbal or written notice of vehicle infraction 

by security. 

Second Notification or after 48 hours - Certified return/receipt 

letter will be sent out by the Association. 

Third Notification or after an additional 48 hours - Vehicle will 

be towed at ownerôs expense and a fine levied. 

Parking of all passenger vehicles within Association rights-of-

way cannot exceed 72 hours.  No overnight parking of boat trailers, 

utility trailers, and RVôs within the Association rights-of-way is 

allowed.  Failure to comply with these rules and regulations will 

follow the same enforcement requirements currently designated 

under the rules and regulations as stated in the Fine Schedule 

No overnight parking is allowed in Association parking lots 

unless prior approval is obtained from the Association 

office.  Violations will result in fines and the vehicle will be towed 

at the owner's expense.

Total in the 

Operating Account was $114,786 and $219,124 in 

the Reserve Fund.  The accounts receivable amount 

was in an acceptable range, however, the 

percentage of receivables in the 90+ days column is 

high due amounts owed from foreclosures which 

will take longer to collect. We do have liens in 

place to protect TIA on collection. Jeff Krueger 

moved to approve the Treasurerôs Report, subject to 

the annual audit.

General Managerôs Report:  Submitted by John 

Clark. 

 There are a few punch list items being done on the 

water system. The manager reported the contractor 

has done an exceptional job of construction, job site 

maintenance and follow up to make sure the system 

is operating properly.  Training of TIA staff on 

system operations is done and operating manuals 

are at each location. Staff still needs to create our 

internal check items and maintenance logs.  

The road resurfacing is complete. There is one 

driveway issue unresolved and another drainage 

issue on a driveway.
