In the Clubroom 

Daylight savings time is this coming 

weekend.  Springing the clocks forward is 

always the first sign that nicer weather is on 

the way and the lake will be rising to 

recreational levels very soon.  It seems hard 

to believe as I watch the snow falling while 

writing in early March. 

 As we approach summer we thought it 

might be a good time to remind everyone 

that at least more than a few residents call us 

when irrigations systems and hydraulic boat 

lifts are engaged for the first time of the 

year.  Pipes that may have cracked or seals 

that didnôt handle the winter weather well 

can create some heart stopping water bills. 

Please make sure to inspect your systems as 

you turn them back on. 

Water leaks can be very costly 

especially if you happen to be away for a 

while or the leak is in a hard to see location.  

Once in a while it is a good idea to check 

your water meter.  First, turn off all faucets 

to make sure youôre not running water 

anywhere in the house.  Lift the meter cover 

and turn the valve into the off position.   The 

meter should stop moving completely.  If 

the meter is still moving, then you have a 

leak somewhere in the house.  The meter is 

located close to the street.  Most meters on 

the island are located between two homesô 

driveways.  Itôs usually easy to determine 

which meter goes to your home.  If in doubt, 

call the office and we will have one of the 

maintenance crew come assist you. 

The Clubhouse Committee and the 

Board of Trustees approved a plan to allow 

island residents to charge food and beverage 

as well as golf activities.  The following is 

the policy that is included in the Assessment 

and Collection policy.  Many of you will 
find it handy when you donôt have cash or 

credit cards at the pool during the summer 

months or just for the convenience.  If you 

wish to use the charging system please read 

Charging privileges, water leaks and more 
the following carefully.  The form to get 

charge approval is available on the website 

or in the office. 

Restaurant and Golf Course Charge 

Privileges.    Association members may 

have food and beverage charges sent with 

their monthly bill.  Golf membership fees 

or Pro Shop purchases may also be 

included on your monthly statement. 

Charging privileges will be terminated if 

an account is 60 days delinquent more than 

twice in a 12 month period. Reinstatement 

will be allowed after 12 months by filling 

out a new Charge Authorization Form and 

approval of the Board of Trustees finance 

committee.  

Any association member wishing to 

charge food and beverage is required to 

submit the Charge Authorization Form to 

the office.  It must include the names of 

any family members authorized to sign for 

purchases in the Lakeside Grill or the Pro 

Shop.  Family members will be required to 

provide their name, lot number and/or 

address at the time of charging a purchase.  

All purchases are the responsibility of 

the owner of the property.  Properties that 

are not owner occupied will not be allowed 

to have golf or food and beverage charges 

on their monthly bills without the written 

permission of the property owner who is 

ultimately responsible for all charges. 

TIA reserves the right to remove 

charging privileges at any time for failure 

to pay in a timely manner.  Children of 

residents MUST be listed on the 

authorization form or they will not be 

allowed to charge.  If you do not want your 

children charging to 

your account do not 

include their name on 

the charge authoriza-

tion form.

Open Session:  

No residents attended or submitted comments. 

Treasurerôs Report:  Submitted by Shane Pitman    

Year to date ending January 31, 2012 we have a net loss of 
$1,297 compared to a net loss of $3,024 for the same 
period in 2011. Our cash position as of January 31, 
2012 was $221,509. Total in the Operating Account was 
$48,008 and $173,501 in the Reserve Fund.  The 
percentage of accounts receivable in the 90+ days is in 
the acceptable range.   

Ralph Mason moved to approve the Treasurerôs Report, 
subject to the annual audit. Don Lisko seconded the 
motion. Motion passed. 

General Managerôs Report:  Submitted by John Clark. 

The General Manager submitted a revised 2012 budget to 
reflect changes due to the substantial cost of the January 
and early February storm clean up. Budgets were 
adjusted to absorb those costs with budgets cut in other 
areas.  

Update on progress on the restaurant remodel. Some work 
is in progress. The Lakeside Grill will be closed on 
March 6th and reopen before the end of March.  We look 
forward to a new look, segregating the bar from the 
dining area, improved menu selections and improved 
service as we move into the busy summer months.  

Canal work to prevent further erosion on the second canal 
will be complete within one week. The storm drain 
catchment had failed and caused substantial erosion in 
the past year or two. The stone work was chosen to 
match the irrigation pond stone and bark combinations.  

ACC Committee Report:  Submitted by John Clark for 
ACC Chair Jon Bial 

Homeowner has not provided and further information has 
not been received from the County regarding gazebo 
inside the 50 shoreline set back. 

The ACC recommended the board deny the fence variance 

request beyond the front façade on lot 2-028.  Scott 
Wehmer moved to approve the recommendation of the 
ACC to deny the variance request for the fence beyond 
the front façade of the home and a gate across the drive 
way.  Don Lisko seconded the motion. Ralph Mason 
recused himself. Motion passed with one no vote. 

The committee, during the monthly drive with the general 
manager, inspected the water system and the new 
facilities were found to be in good shape and working 
well. 

Also during the monthly drive there was discussion 
regarding the large number of boats, boat trailers, utility 
trailers, RVôs, and some way to open the discussion 
with the community on what Tapps Island residents 
want as a standard.  The board recommended the 
following be circulated to residents: 

The Architectural Control Committee has 
observed numerous recreational vehicles and trailers, 
water craft and utility trailers creating cluttered drive 
ways, side yards and in some cases illegally parked in 
Tapps Island easements. The committee recommended 
the Board of Trustees consider action to stimulate 
community discussion on the issue with possible 
changes to our rules and regulations. There are also 
situations of unsightly storage of vehicles that are 
rarely moved. In some cases residents appear to be 
storing vehicles on Tapps Island lots which belong to 
residents of other neighborhoods that do not allow 
RVôs, trailers and watercraft parking. 

Tapps Island is a lake community.  Water toys and 
recreational vehicles are common place for many of 
our residents.  The Board is looking for community 
input on the balance between curb appeal in a nice 
neighborhood and the lifestyle associated with living 
in a lake community. 

Rather than taking specific action at this time on the above 
matters, the board is contemplating adopting a policy 
regarding requiring registration of vehicles just as we 
currently do for automobiles to include recreational 
vehicles, watercraft, and trailers.  The Board anticipates 
discussion at the March 29, 2012 meeting and welcomes 
your comments.  If you are unable to attend you may 
submit comments in writing to the office and they will 
be distributed for consideration
