In the Clubroom 

In April, 2010, my wife and I were 

fortunate enough to purchase a home 

on Tapps Island.  Over the last two 

years, we realize how blessed we are 

to be part of this great community.  

One area of concern for us has been 

the excessive speeds people drive on 

the island.  A few weeks ago, my wife 

was actually passed on Island Parkway 

while on her way to work. I have 

frequently seen people get obviously 

frustrated with me as I putter along at 

20 MPH or traveling at speeds of 40 

MPH or faster. 

As a 13 year veteran and sergeant 

for the King County Sheriffôs Office, I 

regularly have to respond to the scenes 

of horrific traffic accidents.  Most of 

the severe accidents we respond to are 

the result of excessive speed or driving 

after drinking.  From my experiences, I 

know how a tragedy involving a car 

accident can affect families and entire 

communities.  This is especially true if 

a child is injured or killed.  Nothing is 

as horrible as telling a parent that their 

child has been injured or killed in a 

collision.  As a member of this 

community and a father, I ask you to 

slow down when driving on the island. 

Here are the facts on speed.  When 

you increase your speed, you increase 

the distance it takes to stop your 

vehicle.  The chart below demonstrates 

how long it takes to see an obstacle, 

react to the obstacle (hit your brakes) 

and come to a full stop with your 

brakes applied.  The chart was 

A King County Sheriff  on Speeding  

calculated by the Major Accident 

Response and Reconstruction unit of 

the King County Sheriffôs Office.  

The distances are a scientific fact and 

have been thoroughly tested. 

10 MPH = 26.76 FEET 

15 MPH=  43.7 FEET 

20 MPH = 63 FEET 

25 MPH = 84.7 FEET 

30 MPH = 108.8 FEET 

35 MPH = 135.3 FEET 

40 MPH = 164 FEET 

Some people ask why a few miles 

per hour matter.  As the data set 

demonstrates, a small difference in 

your speed can make a large impact 

on your ability to stop if something 

comes out into your path.  A lot of 

accidents could be entirely prevented 

by lowering your speed.  For 

example, if a child runs into the road 

50 feet in front of you, you would be 

able to stop with 6 feet to spare if you 

are going 15 MPH.  If you are going 

25 MPH, you are going to hit the 

child and slide 34 feet past the point 

of impact. 

When a car strikes a child, the 

child has little chance.  Depending on 

the forces involved, one of two things 

will happen.  The child could be 

thrown into the air.  In this case, the 

child will normally hit the windshield 

of the car with their head and often 

strike their head on the pavement

The Painters have raised (and are still in the process of 

raising) their five children; Lauren, Cameron, Alexa, 

Sophie, and Matthew in this wonderful community.  Darren 

and Kerry agree that it is beyond anything they could have 

dreamed of to be able to raise their children in such a place 

where they feel comfortable and at ease as their children 

when landing.  Without a helmet, even a slow speed 

impact with the pavement has the ability to cause major 

head trauma or death.  The other thing that often 

happens is the child will go under the car.  In this case, 

the child is generally crushed by the vehicle.  The 

results of this are obvious and also often result in death.  

I have been to several fatal accidents where the speeds 

were extremely slow, but an unprotected pedestrian 

stands little chance against a vehicle. 

As spring approaches, there are more children and 

pets out in the community.  Since our community is 

generally very safe, families develop a false sense of 

security.  Frequently, children will run into the road or 

ride their bikes into the road without paying any 

attention to the traffic.  If a car is approaching, the 

driver often has little time to react.  As parents, we 

often feel comfortable being a little less observant of 

our children when on the island because we feel they 

are safe.  Not that I believe it is acceptable for children 

to run into the roadway or be unsupervised, but it is a 

reality of our community.  The same safety we enjoy 

also puts us at risk if we all fail to exercise caution in 

our driving. 

The point of this article is simply to ask us all to 

be more aware of our speed when we drive on the 

island.  A few miles per hour can make a huge 

difference.  Please talk to your teenagers about the 

dangers of speeding.  This is a great place to live 

and raise a family.  The last thing anyone wants is 

for a tragedy to occur in our community, 

particularly one that could easily be avoided.  My 

family is truly blessed that you have all welcomed 

us into your community and thank all of our 

neighbors for their kindness.

The committee 

believes it is time to redouble our efforts to insure that 

all properties are maintained at the standard reflected 

in our governing documents.  The mission of the 

Architectural Control Committee is to protect and 

increase property values to the greatest extent possible.

To that end we 

will be issuing 44 warnings of violations this week.

All other violations have 15 days from the date of 

the mailing to correct the violation, submit a plan with 

date specific correction dates for ACC consideration, 

or request an appeals hearing with the ACC.  The ACC 

will set aside time at the May meeting to hear any 

requests for variance should there be any.  The meeting 

will be held in the evening to accommodate work 

schedules if needed.  Please submit requests in writing 

to gm@tappsisland.net .

Open Session:  

Several residents attended open session. One resident 

requested information on how to remove moss 

from his roof. He also was interested in what the 

association defines as a weed. He requested the 

board consider one day a month on the weekend to 

have no power washers and other noisy devices 

allowed so residents can have a peaceful day 

without noise. The President referred the request to 

the ACC for consideration at their next committee 

meeting.   

Treasurerôs Report:  Submitted by Shane Pitman.   

Year to date ending March 31, 2012 we have a net 

loss of 27,991 compared to a net loss of $19,172 

for the same period in 2011. Our cash position as of 

March 31,2012 was $169,328. Total in the 

Operating Account was $54,283 and $115,045 in 

the Reserve Fund.  The percentage of accounts 

receivable in the 90+ days is in the acceptable 

range.   

    Rich Kumar moved to approve the Treasurerôs 

Report, subject to the annual audit. Ralph Mason 

seconded the motion. Motion passed.  

General Managerôs Report:  Submitted by John

Update on Lakeside Grill remodel:  Sales volume is 

up.
