 The Safety and Security

emergency preparedness plan. It isn‟t 

one of the more glamorous tasks a 

committee can take on but some 

interesting learning is coming from 

the process.   One of the first tasks 

we thought should be included in the 

event of emergency was someone 

from the island be designated to shut 

off the gas main 

coming from 214th 

Street across the 

bridge.   After a 

call to PSE it was 

learned that PSE 

has employees that 

are designated to 

take care of their 

surrounding 

neighborhoods in 

the event of natural 

disaster.  PSE does 

not want untrained 

people touching 

their gas lines. Part of their 

emergency planning includes having 

qualified people that can isolate their 

system and prevent a disaster from 

becoming worse.  

As we talked about the gas shut-

off we started discussing how many 

people on Tapps Island don‟t know 

where their water meters and gas 

meters are located on their homes. 

This month‟s safety tip is to locate 

your water and gas meters.  

Make sure you have a tool handy 

that can shut either one off if 

need be. While PSE doesn‟t want 

us shutting off their main lines 

they do recommend homeowners 

know how to shut off their own 

gas.   

Another thing every 

homeowner should know is what 

to do in the event you 

smell gas in your 

home. LEAVE the 

area immediately. If it 

is dark DO NOT turn 

on a light switch. That 

is enough to trigger an 

explosion.  If you 

have a pilot that is 

blown out and you are 

unsure of the danger 

of relighting, call PSE 

at 1-888-225-5773.  

They will always send 

someone to check on a 

possible gas leak at no charge. 

If you‟re unsure about the 

location of your water meter or 

how it operates, contact the 

Association Office.  One of the 

grounds crew will come out and 

show you how it works.

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ACC VARIANCE REQUEST PROCEDURES  

April 26, 2001 

A lot owner may apply to the ACC for a variance to the 

Architectural Control Guidelines.  The Variance process 

shall be: 

1. The variance request shall be submitted in writing, 

outlining the exact variance requested, with rationale 

and reasons to support the variance.  Lot owners 

receiving a notice of non-compliance with ACC 

guidelines must submit any variance requests within 

15 calendar days of notification.  

2 The ACC shall review the request at the next 

scheduled ACC meeting and make recommendation 

to the Board of Trustees for the next regularly 

scheduled meeting. 

3. The Board of Trustees shall review the variance 

request, and may rule on the request or publish the 

variance request in the “Islander” for written 

member comment. 

4. Where requested, member comment, with ACC 

recommendations, shall be presented to the Board of 

Trustees for review and decision at the next 

regularly scheduled Board meeting. 

5. The lot owner shall be notified in writing of the 

Board of Trustees‟ decision within seven (7) 

calendar days after the meeting.

Fence Variance for 3607 197th Ave 

Current guidelines are as follows: 

FENCES AND WALLS,  Adopted March 30, 2006. 

Fences and walls are permitted on side and rear property 

lines, up to the front wall (façade) of the primary 

residence, subject to (i) approval of the ACC; and (ii) 

determination of whether such fence, walls or shrubs 

would interfere with utility easements reflected on the 

face of the plat and other easements elsewhere recorded. 

In no event shall any fence be allowed between the front 

lot line and the front wall façade of the primary residence. 

All fences must be constructed of cedar or other approved 

material, and no higher than 72 inches in height, unless 

otherwise approved by the ACC. The type and quality of 

the fencing shall be approved by the ACC. The ACC shall 

also approve the colors for fence installations. All fences 

must be approved by the ACC prior to installation. Any 

fencing installed on any lot which does not meet these 

standards as set forth herein shall be removed at the 

owner‟s expense upon demand of the ACC.  

All existing fences and walls are granted a variance, 

with the stipulation that at such time as the fence or wall is 

replaced in whole or in part, the fence or wall must be 

brought into compliance with current standards.  

The fence would extend beyond the front façade of 

the home. The home next door has a wrought iron fence 

that runs across the front yard which is the same as the 

fence requesting the variance. The adjacent home had the 

fence in place prior to the fence rule being established in 

March 2006. The fence would match the fence material 

and design line of the adjacent fence. The fence would 

include adding a security gate for vehicle access on the 

driveway. The homeowner has two medium sized digs 

and would like to keep them enclosed in the yard area. 

 

Fence Variance for 3106 200th Ave 

Current guidelines are as follows: 

GOLF COURSE PROTECTIVE EASEMENT GUIDELINES, 

Adopted January 28, 1993. 

The Protective Covenants state that "In order to protect 

the quality of play on the golf course and in the interest of 

the safety of both golfers and lot owners, declarants 

reserve a golf course protective easement adjacent to all 

fairways as delineated on the face of said plat.  No 

structures, fences or plantings shall be made within the 

easement area nor shall any vegetation be removed except 

with the prior written permission of the Committee."  

Zone B - The A.C.C. would also prefer to see grass in 

this area.  However, if other improvements are desirable, 

the following guidelines will apply. 

2. Fences - Will not be allowed anywhere within the 

golf course easement. 

Variance Requested:  The resident put a decorative 

picket fence on the perimeter of the lawn where the 

existing lawn has a stone border within the golf course 

easement. Due to the location of the lot adjacent to the 

cart path on the 5th hole it would require putting a fence in 

such a small area that no lawn area would be usable. The 

primary purpose of the fence is to contain a pet in an 

aesthetically appealing way so it is unable to run onto the 

golf course .  The fence is a three foot picket fence made 

of metal with a white finish.

The meeting was called to order by President Don Lisko at 
7:00 P.M. 

Roll Call/Attendance:  Present:  Don Lisko, President, Sandy 
Shuman, Perri Nieman, Jon Bial, Scott Wehmer, and Rich 
Kumar. 

Absent: Ralph Mason with proxy to Jon Bial and Jeff Krueger 
with proxy to Rich Kumar. 

Also present-John Clark, General Manager 

Approval of Minutes:  Sandy Shuman moved that the minutes 
of the August 25, 2011 meeting be approved. Perri Nieman 
seconded. Approved. 

Open Session: 

Two residents attended.  There was discussion on dead plants 
around the reader board. Irrigation is not getting behind the 
board and some of the plants in the Chuck Dockery memorial 
garden need to be replaced. There will be some additional 
irrigation lines and heads added to the existing ones at the 
front to allow water to reach all of the plants.  

The drainage in the rear lawn areas on 208th was also discussed. 
Unlike the prior discussions on the drainage this time it is in 
the area flowing into the boat launch overflow parking an 
nearby houses. The General Manager is to look at the 
problem and report back with additional information.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Submitted by Perri Nieman.    

Year to date ending August 31, 2011 we have a net loss of 
$69,062 compared to a net loss of $9,486 for the same period 
in 2010. Our cash position as of August 31, 2011 was 
$217,256. Total in the Operating Account was $134,937 and 
$82,319 in the Reserve Fund.  Due to several sales of 
troubled properties, collections on accounts over 90 days 
have improved.  Overdue amounts have been paid and liens 
removed on those properties that are now current.   The 
vacant properties are the only accounts overdue by 90 days.  

Jon Bial moved to approve the Treasurer‟s Report, subject to 
the annual audit. Sandy Shuman seconded the motion. 
Motion passed.  

General Manager’s Report:  Submitted by John Clark. 

Water system flushing will begin during the month of October. 
Notices will be delivered to all homes in areas where    
flushing will take place.  Homeowners will be instructed on 
the purpose of the flushing and flushing procedures to follow 
for best results when notice is delivered.  

An easement has been created for legal access to dike 12 
between Cascade Water Alliance and Tapps Island 
Association. The document has been signed by President Don 
Lisko, and Chuck Clarke from Cascade Water. The document 
has been recorded. 

Loan modification documents are being prepared for the 
existing loan with Key Bank. The current rate of 5.99% is 
being lowered to 4.92%. Maturity on March 28, 2021 
remains the same on the current balance of $629,720. Loan 
modification fee is ½% or $3,100. 

ACC Committee Report:  Submitted by Jon Bial. 

ACC monthly drive around with GM noted improvement in 
some violations and others need the next level of 
enforcement.  

Gazebo shore line set back update. No change in current status 
with Pierce County noted to date. 

Two fence variance requests submitted. One matches an 
existing fence next door that was prior to the fence rule 
change in March 2006. The other is a 3 foot border picket 
fence along the edge of the golf course. Both will be 
circulated for comment in The Islander.  

Circulation of ACC rules in The Islander in September 
generated a high number of requests for homeowners 
planning home improvements, painting, and other work that 
requires ACC approval. It is recommended that The Islander 
continue reminding residents to check with the office on any 
improvements to make sure ACC approval is obtained if 
required.   

Landscape/Beautification Committee Report:  Submitted by 
Sandy Shuman. 

The Yard of the Month winner for August is the 199th Ave Ct E 
“little islands” maintained by the residents of 199th Ave Ct E. 
The area is one of the common areas of the island that a 
group of residents has “adopted” to maintain.  

The committee wishes to thank the many volunteers that put in 
many hours to help keep up and beautify the Island.  

Most recently Elaine Swigart has volunteered to work on the 
area under the mailboxes on Island Park Way and 196th.  
Staff will prepare the area for plantings and Elaine will make 
that her special project using low sunlight and hearty plants 
that won‟t get much water under the awning.  

Thank you also to Bob and Robin Swenson who have 
volunteered many hours throughout the years to beautify the 
area around the 208th and 26th St Ct E area.  

The annual tree lighting ceremony will be held on December 2, 
2011 at 6:00 pm with the Dieringer Cougar Choir 
performing. We will have refreshments and movie to follow 
in the clubhouse. The restaurant will have a family dinner 
special that night as well.  

Safety and Security Committee Report:  Submitted by 
Perri Nieman.  

The monthly incident report was circulated.  

Work continuing on the emergency preparedness plan. 

A survey of fire hydrant locations and elevations is being 
reviewed. Some hydrant elevations need correction. GM 
will get quotes for risers and other upgrades for all 
hydrants to submit with 2012 reserve fund budget 
requests. 

The fireworks policy is being reviewed.  

Golf Committee:   

There was discussion regarding other winter and non-winter 
tournaments that may be helpful in increasing rounds played 
in non-peak periods.  

Most carts will be detailed and removed to storage for the fall 
and winter season during October.  

Clubhouse Committee:   

The boiler for the heating in the pool will need to be replaced 
this winter.  

There was discussion of allowing residents to have charge 
accounts in the restaurant that would allow residents and their 
children to charge items rather than using cash or a credit 
card. Billings would be included in monthly statements. 
Terms of payment would be the same as all other items on 
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the bill. Non-payment would result in termination of water 
service. The General Manager will draft terms and develop 
procedures for staff.  After terms and procedures are 
developed and approved by the board the policy will be 
implemented. This will eliminate the need for residents to 
have to carry cash or credit cards to the pool and make it 
more convenient for residents to use the food and beverage 
amenities.  

There was also discussion of coming up with better service of 
food and beverage to the pool during summer months and 
adding value meal specials in the restaurant.
