No construction activity of any type including
clearing and grading, cutting or transplanting of
significant natural vegetation may begin on a lot and no
building, structure, fence or other improvement shall be

including, but not limited to, exterior color changes,
additions, alterations until such written approval have
been obtained.

If you are in doubt about the need to get approval,
call the office and you will get an immediate answer on
what approval is needed.lt is unfortunate when someone
spends a great deal of time and money on a project only to
find after the fact that it must be removed. It is not the
responsibility of the ACC to seek a resident out to remind
them to obtain approval. It is the responsibility of the
